

Section 18 - Simulcast Wagering Rules

(a)
Betting Ticket
(1)
All pari-mutuel wagers must be transacted through the pari-mutuel totalizator system. In case of computer failure between the simulcast betting parlor and the hub, no tickets may be manually issued.
(2)
Whenever a betting terminal is opened for wagering or turned over to a new teller, the teller signs on and the totalizator system documents casino name, station number, the teller identifier, and the date and time.
(3)
A betting ticket consists of at least two parts:
(i)
An original which is transacted and issued through a printer and given to the patron.
(ii)
A copy which is recorded in the totalizator system concurrently with the generation of the original ticket
(4)
Upon accepting a wager, the betting ticket which is created contains the following: 
(i)
An alphanumeric ticket number.
(ii)
Casino name and station number.
(iii)
Race track, race number, and animal identification.
(iv)
Type of bet(s), each bet amount, total number of bets, and total cash value. 
(v)
Date and time of bet.
(vi)
Expiration date of ticket.
(5)
If a simulcast betting parlor cancels a betting ticket then:
(i)
A cancel designation is immediately branded by the computer on the ticket.
(ii)
A ticket can be canceled manually by inputting the ticket sequence number and immediately writing/stamping a cancellation designation on the original ticket.
(iii)
All manual cancellations are signed by the teller and the supervisor at the time of the cancellation.
(iv)
Not-in-computer cancellations are either prohibited or, if not-in-computer cancellations are permitted, no adjustment to gross revenue may be made.
(6)
Future wagers are not accepted.
(7)
No betting tickets shall be issued or canceled by the totalizator system after the issuance of the stop bet command by the host track.
(8)
All bets will be commingled with the host track's wagering pools unless a failure of the totalizator system occurs.  In cases of totalizator system failure the house rules will indicate whether all tickets will be refunded or the simulcast betting parlor will pay host track prices.
(9)
A betting ticket may only be purchased with cash, chips, tokens or totalizator system issued vouchers.
(10)
A simulcast betting parlor may not accept bets on a race unless the wagering proposition is posted.  Propositions may be posted by electronic or manual means, including printed media.  If posted propositions are not updated simultaneously with actual changes to the propositions, an announcement, audible throughout the simulcast betting parlor, must be made simultaneously with the actual changes followed by updating the posted propositions within a time specified in the house rules.
(11)
A simulcast betting parlor will not: 
(i)
Accept from a bettor, directly or indirectly, less than the full face value of a betting ticket.
(ii)
Refund or rebate to a bettor any portion or percentage of the full face value of a betting ticket.
(iii)
Increase the payoff of, or pay a bonus on, a winning betting ticket.
Note:
This section does not prohibit the granting of room, food, beverage or entertainment if normally allowable under tribal gaming compacts.
(12)
Each simulcast betting parlor may adopt, conspicuously display, and adhere to written, comprehensive house rules governing betting transactions with patrons.
(13)
Betting tickets will only be sold through tellers and self-service terminals designated by number, displaying the maximum or minimum denomination of tickets that may be purchased, and any special or limited services.
(b)
Equipment Standards 
(1)
All cashed and canceled tickets will be stored in a manner that prohibits access by simulcast betting parlor and totalizator system employees and all entry/exit doors shall be locked at all times.
(2)
Access to the room containing the totalizator system will be restricted to authorized individuals.  A list of such authorized individuals will be maintained by the totalizator system operator.
(3)
All totalizator systems will have redundant capabilities so that no data is lost due to a processor failure.
(4)
All copies of totalizator system software will be on electronic media and stored in a secured cabinet under the control of the totalizator operator.
(5)
Not earlier than one hour and not later than 15 minutes prior to the commencement of betting on races from a host track, the totalizator system will perform a test program of its transmitter, encryption, decoding, and data communication devices.
(6)
All totalizator systems will facilitate simulcast wagering via core to core or terminal to totalizator system transmissions with the host track.
(7)
All dial up modems and other equipment allowing remote access to the totalizator system will be turned off or disconnected when not in use.  Individuals accessing the totalizator system from a remote location will document the individual's access including date and times of access, physical location of individual when accessing the system, and reason for requiring access.
(8)
All access to the totalizator system will be by specific user names and passwords.
(9)
All peripheral equipment connected to a totalizator system will be identified in writing and an updated list maintained in the totalizator room.
(10)
Totalizator systems will discontinue the issuance or cancellation of tickets for any race in which a stop bet command has been issued by the host track, or if the stop bet command is not received, at the time the greyhounds are placed in the starting box in greyhound racing, when the first horse is loaded into the starting gate in thoroughbred racing or when the starting gate begins to move in harness racing.
(11)
Television monitors are provided in each totalizator room to provide totalizator system and pari-mutuel employees the ability to view all animals starting in each race at any host track.
(12)
The totalizator system will utilize the post time at the host track for all simulcast races, with time zones taken into consideration.
(13)
The simulcast betting parlor enters into a contract with the host track prior to configuring the totalizator system to issue tickets on races emanating from the host track. 
(14)
The primary means of transmitting wagering data is through secure and dedicated data lines consisting of at least a primary and back-up line.
(15)
Each simulcast betting parlor will visually display to patrons, through direct communications with the host track or totalizator system operator, the current odds and minutes to post for each race that bets are being accepted as well as the official results and payoffs.  The odds and post information will be displayed at least 10 minutes prior to the scheduled post time and will be updated at least once very 90 seconds prior to post time.  In cases where the visual display is interrupted or unavailable, the simulcast betting parlor will cease accepting bets for that host track until the visual display is restored.
(c)
Payout Standards 
(1)
Prior to making payment on a ticket, the teller inputs the ticket into the terminal for verification and payment authorization.
(2)
The totalizator system brands the ticket with a paid designation, the amount of payment and date, or if a teller manually inputs the ticket sequence number into the terminal, the teller immediately date stamps and writes/stamps a paid designation on the patron's ticket.
(3)
The totalizator system is incapable of authorizing payment on a ticket which has been previously paid, a voided ticket, a losing ticket, or an unissued ticket.
(4)
In case of totalizator system failure, tickets may be paid. In those instances where system failure has occurred and tickets are manually paid, a log will be maintained which includes:
(i)
Date and time of system failure. 
(ii)
Reason for failure. 
(iii)
Date and time system restored
(5)
All manually paid tickets are entered into the computer system as soon as possible to verify the accuracy of the payout (this does not apply to purged, unpaid winning tickets). All manually paid tickets must be reverified as part of the end-of-day audit process should the computer system be inoperative.
(6)
Except as provided in the house rules, simulcast betting parlors shall make payment on a winning wager to the person who presents the betting ticket representing the wager. 
(7)
A simulcast betting parlor will pay winning betting tickets in accordance with official race results as determined by the host track, irrespective of whether wagering information from the simulcast betting parlor was included in the host track's commingled pari-mutuel pool, unless a refund provision is contained in the house rules.
(8)
A simulcast betting parlor may use the information received from live audio visual signals to determine the winners of or payoffs on bets in the event the totalizator system is unable to relay that information to the simulcast betting parlor.
(9)
A simulcast betting parlor will allow patrons to cash winning betting tickets for 120 days from the date of race or a later date as specified in the house rules.
(d)
Checkout Standards
(1)
Whenever the betting terminal is closed or the teller is replaced, the teller signs off and the totalizator documents the casino name, station number, the teller identifier, the date and time, and cash balance.
(2)
For each teller a summary report is completed at the conclusion of each shift including: 
(i)
Computation of cash turned in for the shift.
(ii)
Signatures of two employees who have verified the cash turned in for the shift.
(3)
All cashed and canceled mutuel tickets are to be submitted to the accounting department at the end of the teller's shift.
(e)
Employee Wagering 
(1)
Simulcast betting parlor and totalizator system employees are prohibited from wagering on race events while on duty, including during break periods. 
(f)
Totalizator System Reports
(1)
Adequate documentation of all pertinent pari-mutuel information is generated by the totalizator system. 
(2)
This documentation is restricted to authorized personnel. 
(3)
The documentation is created daily and includes, at a minimum:
(i)
Ticket/voucher number.
(ii)
Date/time of transaction.
(iii)
Amount of wagers (by ticket, terminal, track, and total). 
(iv)
Amount of payouts (by ticket, terminal, track, and total). 
(v)
Tickets refunded (by ticket, terminal, track, and total).
(vi)
Unpaid winners/vouchers ("outs") (by ticket/voucher, track, and total). 
(vii)
Voucher sales/payments (by ticket, terminal, and track). 
(viii)
Voids (by ticket, terminal, and total).
(ix)
Future wagers (by ticket, date of event, total by day, and total at the time of revenue recognition). 
(x)
Results (winners and payout data).
(xi)
Breakage data (by race and track).
(xii)
Division data (by race and track). 
(xiii)
Purged data (by ticket and total).
(4)
The system generates the following reports:
(i)
A daily reconciliation report that summarizes totals by track, including total handle, winning ticket total, total commission and breakage due the casino, and net settlement funds.
(ii)
An exception report that contains a listing of all system functions and overrides not involved in the actual issuing or cashing of tickets, including sign-on/offs, cancellations, and manually paid tickets.
(iii)
A purged ticket report that contains a listing of ticket numbers, description, ticket cost and value, and date purged.
(g)
Accounting and Auditing Functions 
(1)
The pari-mutuel audit is conducted by someone independent of the simulcast betting parlor and pari-mutuel operations.
(2)
Documentation is maintained evidencing the performance of all pari-mutuel accounting and auditing procedures.
(3)
An accounting employee examines the daily reconciliation report, compares it to the revenue summary produced by the totalizator system, and recalculates the net amount due to the host site. An accounting employee reconciles host transfers with the bank statements on a monthly basis.
(4)
The auditor verifies daily cash turn-in by comparing actual cash turned in to cash turn-in per pari-mutuel reports.
Note:
Beginning balance, (+) fills (draws), (+) net sold (sold less voids), (-) payouts (net of IRS withholding), (=) cash turn-in.
(5)
For one track per day, the auditor verifies commissions per the daily reconciliation report by recalculating track commission.
(6)
For the track selected above, the auditor will verify daily transfers due to/from the systems operator by recalculating the deposits.
Note:
Net sales, (+) negative breakage, (-) Divisions, (-) positive breakage, (=) deposit.
(7)
An accounting employee produces a gross revenue recap report to calculate gross revenue on a daily and month-to-date basis, including the following totals:
(i)
Commission;
(ii)
Positive breakage;
(iii)
Negative breakage; 
(iv)
Track host fees;
(v)
Purged tickets.
(8)
Track host fees are traced to the invoices received from the pari-mutuel manager.
(9)
All winning tickets and vouchers from the self-service terminals are removed on at least a weekly basis by at least two employees and delivered to the accounting department.  
(10)
The auditor performs the following procedures:
(i)
For one self-service terminal per day, examine the winning tickets and vouchers deposited and trace to the totals of terminal activity produced by the totalizator system.
(ii)
Examine the cashed vouchers and trace to the totals produced by the totalizator system. 
(iii)
Review all exceptions for propriety of transactions and unusual occurrences.
(iv)
Review all canceled tickets for propriety.
(v)
For one day per week, verify the results as produced by the totalizator system to the results provided by the wire service.
(vi)
For one day per week, verify payouts 1% of paid (cashed) tickets to ensure accuracy and propriety.
(vii)
When applicable, reconcile the daily totals of future tickets purchased to the totals produced by the totalizator system, and review the reports to ascertain that future wagers are properly included on the day of the event.
(11)
At least annually the auditor will perform the following:
(i)
Examine the wagers for one day and trace to the total produced by the totalizator system.
(ii)
Examine the customer copy of paid tickets for one day and trace to the total produced by the totalizator system.
(12)
At least one day per quarter, the auditor will recalculate and verify the change in the unpaid winners to the total purged tickets.
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
