

Section 44 – Promotional Drawing Rules

[Casino] promotions are considered Class III gaming.  These Rules of Play are methods by which [Casino] uses to randomly determine winners of cash and non-cash promotional items. Casino management reserves the right to change, modify, or cancel promotions at any time. No cash substitutes allowed and no disputes will be entered into unless otherwise stated. Must be present to win on all drawings, unless otherwise stated.

(a)
Definitions

(1)
The following words and terms, when used in this Section, shall have the following meanings unless the context clearly indicates otherwise:

(i)
"Drawing" or “Promotional Drawing” means an event requiring some form of consideration to participate that awards item(s) of value to a player, the award of which is based on chance, even if accompanied by some skill.  

(ii)
"Consideration" means anything which is a financial disadvantage to any participant.  This includes, but is not limited to cash or cash equivalents and gaming machine play initiated by cash or cash equivalents.
(b)
General Rules of Promotion Play

(1)
The General Rules of play apply to all promotions:

(i)
Must be 21 years of age or older to participate in any promotion.

(ii)
Winners must have a form of government-issued (e.g. driver’s license, DMV ID card, Military ID, [Tribe] Tribal ID, etc.) photo identification to claim prizes.

(iii)
Employees of the [Casino] may not participate in any [Casino] promotions.

(iv)
[Casino] management reserves the right to alter or cancel a promotion at any time and without prior notice.
(v)
In the event of a dispute, all decisions will be made by [Casino] management, and will be final.
(c)
Rules of Promotion Play

(1)
There are generally three ways that promotions are conducted at [Casino] with variations of adding fun to the drawings:
(i)
Hot Seat drawings are conducted using [Promo System] which is part of the [Casino Management System]. This is a computerized player tracking system that searches for a random winner just by indicating whether you want the entire (slot) floor scanned randomly or by denomination. The system can pick only from players with their card in the machine, or choose a random slot machine that is currently in play. How the hot seats drawings are conducted is determined prior to every promotion that uses Hot Seats and is posted on the promotion sheet. A hot seat winner may be required to claim their prize at a predetermined location (i.e. [Player’s Club]) or they are asked to stay at their seat and the prize(s) will be brought to them. All random winners are announced using the (PA) sound system. They may also have a predetermined amount of time to claim their prize. A Hot Seat promotion that includes carded table games players uses the random drawing feature on the [Table Games System] to determine winner(s) of “seated” players. If the promotion calls for selecting a random Table Games seat, a drawing barrel approach is used to select a random seat as outlined below.  
(ii)
[Promo System] is also utilized.  Customers are entered into the drawing when they register at the [Players Club] then must earn a predetermined amount of points to earn additional entries. The player may receive one free entry by registering. The [Promo System] tracks play from the [Player Tracking System]. We generally use 30 points for each additional entry, though this varies by promotion.  The [Promo System] randomly chooses a winner at the pre-set times. The random winner’s name is announced on the (PA) sound system and the player is given a predetermined, set time limit to claim their prize.
(iii)
A drawing barrel may be utilized whereby customers place paper entry forms that they have filled out themselves and placed into the barrel that is conspicuously placed on the gaming floor. Their [Players Club] member number and name are required.  The forms are pre-printed so all entries are the same size and weight. The number of entries a player receives is determined by points earned as stated in the rules of play information of the specific promotion. Entry forms are physically drawn from the barrel by casino personnel and the winner’s name is announced using the (PA) sound system. A predetermined amount of time is given to claim their prize.
(iv)
Other types of promotions include, but are not limited to: drawing barrel with prize devices (rubber chickens, color coins, etc.), wind machine, wheel spins, Plinko, slot machine, bingo raffle balls, kiosk-based promotions, game show events, punch boards, slot tournaments, and poker tournaments. The promotion sheet Marketing creates to describe each promotion contains rules specific to the promotion and copies go to each casino host, who will receive their own personal copy of each promotion and be responsible to read and understand the rules. A copy of the promotion sheet goes to the GM, directors, and to each department manager. The [Tribe] Gaming Commission and Surveillance Manager receive a copy as well.
(d)
Additional Considerations
(1)
For all types of promotions, the [Player’s Club] Supervisor will keep track of the winner(s) on a signature sheet that includes the name of the winner, the prize won, time and date of the drawing, and a signature of the winner.
(2)
Any cash or merchandise prize worth over $600 requires a W-9 form filled out by the winner with taxpayer ID number, name, and address. A photocopy of the ID used to claim the prize is needed as well.
(3)
The [Player’s Club] Supervisor will turn in all signature sheets to the Player Development Manager as well as copies of the W-9 form and photocopy of the ID.
(4)
The [Player’s Club] Supervisor will turn in a copy of the signature sheet, the original W-9 form, and a photocopy of the ID to the Finance Department.

(e)
Selection Procedures

(1)
If the winner is selected electronically, the selection shall be made by use of a random number generator (RNG) that is tested and approved by the independent game testing laboratory.

(2)
If the winner is selected through means other than an electronic device, reasonable effort should be made to ensure the randomness of the drawing.
(f)
Rules Availability

(1)
The rules for all promotional drawings shall be clearly posted for players at the gaming location(s) at which the drawing will be conducted and be clearly indicated on any promotional materials or entry forms provided to players.

(2)
The rules identified in (f)(1) shall at a minimum, include information pertaining to the following items:

(i) Amount of or type of consideration required to enter;
(ii) Any other conditions on entry, including registration or player’s club membership;

(iii) Drawing dates and times, including information whether the entrant is required to be present at the time of the drawing; and

(iv)
Number of permissible entries per person.
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
